Any waters closed to
public fishing will be closed to this tournament’s contestants. There is NO CULLING in
Minnesota waters of the Mississippi River. There is a reciprocal agreement between
Wisconsin, Minnesota and lowa between the tracks. The RR tracks run along both sides of
the river. If you go past the tracks on either side, you must have that states license.
